The manuscript initially  titled  “Spot Stenting Is Preferable In  Long  Diffuse  Coronary  Lesions”  has been revised and is resubmitted to  be considered for publication.  
A) Concerning the points raised by the Editor: 

1) During your revision, please, follow Instructions for Authors carefully.
Please, capitalize the first letter in each word in the Title and also
provide a running (brief) Title in the Title page.
In the References section, also follow our Journal's format.
- The title and references format were modified according to the suggestions. 
- A running title was added in the title page.

2) With regards to figures & tables, we can accept only original figures and/or
tables. If they are reproduced from previously published work, they should
be cited, but can be accepted only if you obtain and submit to us written
permission for reproduction from both the Author(s) and the Publisher.
- The figures and tables are original. They were created for the manuscript based on data from published papers that are cited.
3) Figures  should   also be provided as separate high resolution tiff  files
(>300 dpi)  as the Publisher can only reproduce them in this specific format
(tiff format).
- The figure is resubmitted as a high resolution (>300 dpi) tiff file.

Concerning the points raised by the Reviewer 1:

1) In view of the correct author's opinion for additional helpful modalities,
one may consider adding to the title "... Possible incremental value of
physiologic   or   anatomical  modalities".
- The   title  was  modified  according  to  the  suggestion  of  Reviewer 1.  Although the title becomes longer it better reflects the content of the manuscript. The new title is: “Spot Stenting Is Preferable  In  Long  Diffuse  Coronary  Lesions: Possible Incremental Value Of  Physiologic And Intracoronary Imaging Modalities”.

Concerning the points raised by the Reviewer 2:
1)  It must be strongly emphasized that the data about DES come from 1st generation DES use.
- This fact was already clearly mentioned in the first manuscript.  In the revised manuscript it is additionally  mentioned in page 5, line 26-27 and in page 6, line 16.
2)  Recent data show that zotarolimus or biolimus eluting stents have the same (non inferior) efficacy and safety profile to everolimus eluting stents, leading to a conclusion of a possible "class effect" of newer stents on this
issue.
- A  relevant  sentence  was  added  (page 7, lines 3-6) along with two new references (28 and 29).
3) Some words on the interpretation of  FFR in a case of evaluating a stenotic vessel perfusing necrotic myocardial tissue post MI would be useful.
Also it must be mentioned that the method is not applied in case of PCI for the treatment of patients with acute MI.
- These issues are briefly discussed in the revised manuscript (last 8 lines of page 8). Two relevant references were added (36 and 37).
4) As far as imaging techniques, spot stenting demands additional to conventional angiography equipment for the accurate positioning of the stent in the atherosclerotic segment avoidance  of  intra-procedural or post PCI complications.
- Concerning this point a comment for the novel modality near-infrared spectroscopy (NIRS) was added in page 9 (lines 5-8) along with a relevant reference (39).
Looking forward to your decision regarding this manuscript.
